1. Council unanimously supports that direction be given to the MTO of an interchange to be located at Fielding Road and not on Southview Drive. Both Councilor Cimino and I were in agreement and lobbied for this to be the preferred location. It is now in the hands of the MTO to complete their environmental assessment and to hold 1 more Public Information Centre in the Spring .  At the end of the day it is their decision, but we are optimistic that they will consider the recommendation of CGS Council.
