4. Constable Leroux addressed the ‘snowmobile incident’ that occurred on January 29, 2009 involving two women that were hit by a snowmobile while walking on Santala Road in Lively.  Cont. Leroux emphasized the ‘zero tolerance’ of snowmobile offenses and stressed that charges will be laid—no warning issued.  The GSPS will conduct “S Days” on February 26-27 at LDSS.
