2. Good News! Satellite Site will continue to provide local mental health services in Walden!

Power Point Presentation: detailed information re: trends in mental health services; re-location of programs; $200,000 consolidated annualized funding re: 127 Cedar St. Site; clustering programs/continuity of care across programs; continuing presence in outlying communities; outreach programs etc; services at Walden Site in Lively Medical Centre

b. Walden Site- Mental Health Counselling & Treatment Services: A Walden Site brochure was distributed (extra copies left at Lively Citizen Service Centre) & information was outlined re: which services are available; how services are delivered; who can access services; how to access services; who can refer clients

c. Questions/concerns raised:
· Concern re: only a few people will see Brenda at Walden Site: “…Assessment is unchanged…still call Centralized Intake and Referral Coord. Program…depending on needs, may be seen at Walden Site or referred to specialized team in Sudbury…assessment can be done in Sudbury or on the phone…call 523-4988 ”

· Concern re who can refer mental health clients: ” Self-referral or referred…referrals are still accepted by individuals, family members, doctors, mental health practitioners, hospital, social workers etc…access to more services now (10 –12 programs)…have outreach services which come to homes”

· Concern that there is only one Clinitian at Walden Site: ”…functions in a different way…not the same Team as at Walden Help Centre…but I’m (Brenda) part of a larger team”

· Concern re: direct access to services at Walden Site: “…I will not turn anyone away…call 692-5831” 

· Concern re: what happens in crisis situation at LDSS: “ …Crisis programs are in place …90% referrals within one hour…call 675-4760”
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· Does staff at LDSS know about how to access crisis intervention programs? “…working on educating staff re: Crisis Programs”

        “… Citizens on Patrol is a community driven crime prevention initiative involving specially trained volunteers who conduct mobile observations of neighborhoods with a madate to detect suspicious, disruptive and criminal behavior”

a. Power Point Presentation by Lucia: outlined details re: what’s needed to start a COP Program; Local History/background; pilot phase results; current situation; development of COP’s facilitation group; COP organizational chart; job description & qualifications; application process; reporting procedures; current facilities; where to learn more; application availability  * Print copies at Lively Citizen Centre

b. Questions & Answers: 

· Do we have enough volunteers for Walden? “…May have to combine with Copper Cliff…share resources…common dispatcher…we need more people to volunteer…have another recruiting session…try to get the 31 interested people out again”                                              

· Whose vehicles are used? “…Magnetic decals are used on volunteer’s vehicles…could use donated vehicles…could get gasoline donated…varies with each community”
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· How long is a shift & how to you organize patrols? “…12 COP volunteers in Nickel Centre…section it out…have 3 ½ hour patrols/110 kilometres…volunteers decide length of patrols…work with the police to decide areas/timing to patrol…usually 3-4 hours per week

· Concern that COP volunteers will do job of police: 

       “…COP volunteers never leave the vehicles during a patrol…only report

      suspicious, disruptive or criminal behavior to police by radio….police

                        respond to the calls…main goal crime prevention”

c. Gary Caverson & Len Gervais – a COP Volunteer’s Perspective

· COP Programs grow & evolve to meet needs of communities

· Vary greatly across Canada:
·  Alberta has 72 COP programs with 7,000 members; travel expenses paid; RCMP must support COP program

· BC has 400 members; drug & ocean patrols; helps in recovery of stolen vehicles; Provincial Ins. pays all expense of COP program; saved millions

· OPP help in Sundridge & South River, News Liskeard

· Programs save communities monies
· Programs are proactive… involving citizens working with police – as A Watch on Wheels …for safety & security of communities

· Programs act as deterrent to crime & suspicious activities
· COP Volunteers make a difference!

5. Councilor Barbeau’s Update:

a. Violations of Angle Parking By-Law on Main St.: 

· Angle Parking violation continue to occur in Lively business block

· People think it’s a parking lot…not a road

· Need to educate the people…meeting with Sgt Smythe/business/Co- Chair CAN to develop a strategy

· One page information flyer to be given at stores with purchases

· One Day BLITZ with police issuing warnings/educating VS Ticketing

· One Day BLITZ with violations Ticketed

b. Stewardship of Simon Lake: meeting with Stewardship volunteers on resolution of problems re: Simon Lake…resonator/harvester etc…not a quick, easy solution

c. New CGS ATV By-Law:

· One of recommendations on Laughren’s Constellation City Report was “…that Council continue the development of a comprehensive by-law to govern the I=use of ATVs within CGS” 
· A report was presented to Priorities Committee in August and an Ad Hoc Committee has been formed to review issues & options related to ATV By-Law
· I am on that Committee…should have ATV By-Law in place by Spring re: speeds, timing, locations…all regulations necessary
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e. New Senior Information Line launched- 673-3636:

· Seniors looking for information on programs & services in CGS can now phone & speak to a live person VS automated voice system

· Based at the Parkside Centre…Fed Nor providing funding for employees Monday – Friday 8:30am – 4:30pm

· Can still call 311 for assistance…673-3636 is just for seniors

f. LDSS new Football team is making a difference!

· $26,000 has been raised in the community- all costs covered 

· 700 people came for the 1st game- including media

· Portable lights moved to schools for night games

· Great support from community…increased school spirit!
