1) Called to Order: 7 pm
2)  Guest Speaker:  Mr. Courtemanche spoke of the history and status of the FHT site for Walden.  

There are approximately 150 sites in Ontario for FHTs.  In 2005, CGS Council was approached with the concept.  Since then, four sites for FHTs have been slated with two of those sites operating at present—Val Caron and Sudbury.   The other two sites to be developed are Chelmsford and Walden.  Teams consist of several physicians and other health care providers such as nurse practitioners, registered nurses, dieticians, registered pharmacists, social workers, etc.  Currently, approximately 12,000 patients are rostered to the two operating sites.  The future sites will be in unused CGS property.  
The proposed Walden site is the former Town of Walden Councilor’s Chambers on Black Lake Road just south of Hwy 55.  An architectural plan has already been developed.  The time-frame for the renovations of the property is approximately 8 months.  Capital funds for the reno costs are split 50/50 with the Ministry of Health and the CGS.  The new site is approx 6000 sq. ft.  The FHTs will not have to pay rent on the building as it is already owned by the City.  However, FHTs will be responsible for any operating costs.  100% of staff is funded by the team and not by the physicians themselves.  
Patient records will be electronic records available to any health care professional within the team via broadband.  Ontario Telemedicine Network (teleconferencing with health care professionals) will be available at all sites.  

At present, physicians are still needed at the Walden site.  The Northern Ontario School of Medicine is graduating the first class of doctors in the spring.  These new graduates are showing interest in being part of a ‘team’.  New graduates have no patients already rostered, they have new training, and are from Sudbury and likely want to stay in Sudbury area.  These attributes benefit the FHT in getting set up in Walden.  All physicians in the team will be required to have ‘hospital privileges’.  
Mr. Courtemanche hopes to expand the FHTs to more than four for the Sudbury area.  He feels that there is need for Nurse Practitioner Clinics, doctors’ offices, and FHT within the Walden area.  

Gord asked:  What can we as a CAN do to ensure the FHT for Walden?  

Mr. Courtemanche:  

· Relay message that he FHT is needed and wanted for Walden and send letter of support to City  
· Encourage our Councillor to seek this 
· Advertise the Walden site as the ‘future site of the FHT’

· List benefits to the community

· Promote primary, proactive health care

· Attract physicians by advertising the benefits of ‘balance of personal life and work’
· Benefits of Walden;

· New green school

· Lakes/rivers

· Shopping

· Rural vs. city life

· Etc.
