Richard spoke to the history of the Town of Walden’s amalgamation and the subsequent Greater City of Sudbury amalgamation in 2001 during the Harris government.  In Floyd Laughren’s report in 2007, it was recommended that much work needed to be done to strengthen the communication between the communities of the Greater City of Sudbury.  Gwen and Richard wrote a joint report to the Greater City of Sudbury Council on January 21, 2008, which Richard presented (Gwen was unable to attend meeting) to keep R.H. Murray open. Richard made the point that, the process used in determining which schools would be closed, went against Laughren’s 2007 report.  It also included that economically, it made good sense for the community to keep the schools open, knowing that ValeInco was reopening mines in the area and the resident population is likely grow.

In total there were 10 proposals on behalf of R.H. Murray and five proposals on behalf of the Warren Elementary Public School.  Trustee Santala introduced a motion for staff to prepare other options for the Board.  This was passed unanimously.
