· The Education Task Force met Jan.7 to prepare our Walden-CAN response to the Director’s recommendations at the Jan.21 Board Meeting in Council Chambers, Civic Square

· Walden-CAN Brief will: Continue to support ARC Option A- the preferred option by the majority of the committee and the community; strongly oppose Director’s recommendation to close RH Murray; strongly suggest that Board take positive actions now to strengthen and maintain LDSS- by implementing ARC Option A (7,8s from George Vanier & Jessie Hamilton  attend LDSS, Copper Cliff PS- a Feeder School for LDSS, FI offered at LDSS as of Sept.2008- regardless of low numbers to start); Board should consider the economic development happening in Walden West (Ursa Mine and Totten Mine) etc and emphasize the need for the ARC Sudbury West Process to appear to be democratic VS a waste of time for all participants.

· A vote re: two Interchange Options comes to Council Jan.16

· MTO wants recommendation from CGS Council

· After 6 meetings re: MTO South-West BY-Pass Project majority opinion of community/ industrial park in Ward 1 & Ward 2 is for Fielding/Kantola Interchange

· MTO will not attend the meeting; CGS will vote on 2 options

· Confident that Council will support Ward 1,2 Councilors recommendation

· MTO will ultimately make the final decision

· Community is asking for larger site plan; move further East( penage Hotel & Penage rd. testing
