1.  Meeting called to order at 6:35 p.m.

2. Declaration of Conflict of Interest – none

3. Treasurer’s Report – Moved by Glen Miller and seconded by Dale Kilby to accept the treasures report as presented by Rene Trottier – see attached.

5.Business Arising:


a) The Education Task Force will meet on Oct. 12 to develop a response to the option presented by the School Accommodation Review Committee. Response to be presented at Oct 17 meeting.


b) South West By-Pass - Jacque Barbeau reported that there have been two public meetings, one at Corpus Christie  School and one at Fielding Park.  Both meetings were very well attended and both showed overwhelming support for the bypass to be build at Fielding Park instead of Southview Dr.  Currently the project is stopped until further discussion. Whitefish Bypass – Again, Jacques Barbeau reported that families in the Whitefish area are not happy with the proposed location of the 55 and 17 bypass in Walden.  MTO is to return to the city in early January with a 2nd option (perhaps somewhere around Bay St). At that time a decision will be made to proceed.   Currently there is no website for Whitefish bypass info.


c) Angle Parking By-Law Violations on Main St: He & Sgt Smythe will be arranging a meeting with Fred White & will coordinate a Public Awareness BLITZ to educate the public that it’s not a parking lot…police will hand-out warnings, businesses hand out flyers. A second BLITZ Day will be arranged…police will ticket violations

d) Newsletter – Currently 2 volunteers have offered to join the newsletter committee, namely Forbes Stoodley and Theresa Nyabeze.  Lori Brownlee will update new committee on structure and deadlines.  Committee is looking at getting issue out before Christmas.

There have been a number of resumes received from interested parties wishing to join the Walden –CAN.  A decision was made to proceed with those interested parties by inviting them to the Nov. Meeting.  In the meantime there was also a decision to review the Terms of Reference (in which recruitment is addressed) at a meeting booked for Oct. 22.


e) Hydro One Grant – Eleethea brought forward the info regarding this grant. There is still one question needing to be answered ‘what constitutes a community?”  Only one will be accepted per community.  Ideas included skate board park, rink for Penage Rd. Community Centre, etc.  Eleethea will follow up with details.


Walden Help Centre – now that this building is empty the question of what will happen to it remains.  Chris Gore from the City is looking at pro and cons and at the big picture.  A meeting will be called with 3 local groups - Walden Help Centre staff, Walden Seniors, and City staff,  to explore all options.
