1) Meeting Called to Order by Chair Karen Tait.
2) Conflicts of Interest: None

3) Acceptance of Minutes from Feb 28, 2008

4) Business Arising:

a) Chair’s Report: Karen.
i) CGS 125th Anniversary, June 7th, several venues downtown.  CGS is asking for any entertainers, vendors, and volunteers for June 6-8.  
ii) Senior’s Issues:  “Building Linkages”, May 1, 2008, 8:30-2:30 at the Older Adult Center (YMCA).  

iii) MyCommittee.com:  The web site is set up and will be available for next month.  All future minutes, treasurer reports, etc. will be available through the website.  
iv) Earth Day:  April 19th, Market Square.  No response from board, so no action will be taken by the Walden-CAN, however, individual groups from the community may organize if wanted.  

v) Chris Gore/Newsletter:  Karen met with Chris regarding the CGS censoring/editing of newsletters from other CANs.  It appears that the Onaping Falls situation was ‘blown-out-of-proportion’.  The CGS edited their newsletter due to length.  No foreseeable issues for Walden-CAN newsletter.  
vi) Eleethea spoke on the Terms of Reference for the CANs.  TOR remains undecided as yet, but revisions still needed.  CGS is still working on the ‘language’ to avoid being too restrictive.  Karen will follow up with Chris Gore for TOR update.  

b) Treasurer’s Report:  Rene.  Balance at $4077.30 after deposit from Walden Business Association of $676.84.  See Treasurer’s Report for details.  
c) Communication Coordinator Report:  Gwen.
i) Email communication method is working well

ii) Detailed news releases are often converted to articles by newspapers. 

iii) Walden Art Club is looking for a corporate sponsor for the mosaic in order to keep it as one piece.  INCO may be interested.  

iv) Congrats to several community groups on their anniversaries.  

v) Walden Seniors are donating $200 to the Anderson Farm Memory Garden

vi) Reminder of April 15th meeting of ‘waste activated sludge’ issue at TM Davies Arena.  
vii) Anderson Farm is hosting the Walden Fair on Sept 13, 2008.  Volunteers are needed.  


d) Webmaster’s Report:  Dale and Neeltje.  

i) Invoice for website should go to Rene.   Approximately $240 ($20/month).  Motion for approval of funds for website: Forbes, Second: Mary Lou, Carried.

ii) Minutes should be posted on website after approval of board therefore posted one month after meeting.  

iii) Suggestion by Gwen that Kinsmen Club be contacted by webmasters to assist Kinsmen Club with membership after their website went unpaid.  Eleethea warned of dormant websites being picked up by inappropriate groups, so please secure domain name before posting on www.Walden-CAN.com.    

e) Newsletter Committee Report:  Forbes and Jennifer

i) Previous estimate of Microsoft Publisher software was incorrect.  Should be around $280 (tax included).  Motion to purchase:  Forbes, Second: Dale.  Carried.  
ii) Eleethea addressed the 6-page format of the spring issue of newsletter.  Unknown to her at the time of the 6-page approval by CGS, the CGS does not stuff the single page insert.  She has arranged for the Association of Community Living to stuff the insert.  The CGS will cover the cost.  It should be ready to mail by Monday or Tuesday, April 14 or 15.  Gwen requested that a formal ‘thank you’ be sent to ACL for their help.  
iii) Rene requested that the font size be increased for easier reading.  He also pointed out that most organizations post on Tuesdays and that the post office may be bogged down.  

iv) Gwen gave a formal ‘thank you’ to the Newsletter Committee for their efforts.
f) Brief Update:  Family Health Team for Walden:  Gwen
i) Councillor Barbeau, Dave Courtemanche (Project Manager of City of Lake HST), and Dr. McKibbon met two weeks ago to discuss the status of the FHT in Walden.  The meeting was positive and things are moving along.
ii) Gwen is helping to coordinate another meeting with Dave, Dr. McKibbon and Jacques for an information-gathering meeting during the day.
g) Environmental Committee Report:  Ralph.  

i) Karen apologized for not contacting Ralph since the last meeting.   

ii) Karen and Richard met regarding the sludge issue.  Karen suggests that they speak with others to determine issues for Walden to focus on.  Eleethea suggested contacting Steven Monet of CGS/Earth Care for the ‘local action plan’, may also be available on the CGS website.  

iii) Gwen brought an update from Councillor Barbeau.  A motion was made at council meeting on April 9 to resolve the algae issue in Simon Lake.  Funds needed are approx $600,000 with $200,000 of that to start reclamation.  CGS is investigating grants to provide funds.  Improvement is expected by June 2009.  If no improvement, then alternate methods will be investigated.
5) New Business:  Councillor Barbeau  (presented by Gwen in his absence)

i) Long distance charges within the CGS have been discontinued.  If anyone still has a party-line, please call and have that fixed. 

ii) Councillors Jacque Barbeau and Joe Cimino will be meeting with the MTO to discuss the failure of the MTO to take citizens’ suggestions concerning the interchange options of Hwy 17.  
iii) Community Conference: Richard (presented by Karen) would like to chair this committee, but health issues have interfered.  He asks that it be postponed until spring of 2009.  Rene would like to serve on committee as well.  This delay also serves to allow time for Rene to contact people and for a possible survey to be included in the newsletter.  Motion to delay community conference until next spring:  Karen, Second: Forbes, Carried.  
6) Next Meeting:  May 8th, Speaker:  Darwin Brunne; President of CARP, to speak on Ontario province funding of PET scans.  Board meeting at 6:30, public meeting at 7:30.  If future dates and speaker commitments can be confirmed ahead of time, advertisement for public meetings could be included in newsletter.
