Report to Walden – CAN

May 8, 2007

1. The Walden-CAN Anderson Farm Museum and Cultural Centre Task Force ceased to exist due to a motion that was passed by the Task Force on April 18, 2007. A second motion was passed establishing the Anderson Farm Museum Site Committee.

2. The Site Committee will be composed of nine citizens from the City of Greater Sudbury plus the manager of Libraries and Museums and the museum curator. The citizens will be composed of three groups of three who will sit for three year terms. There will be a staggered rotation set up so that every year three members will have to reapply for membership. Presently, there are six members serving. A posting will be placed on the Walden-CAN web site requesting applications for the last three members.

Those people sitting on the Site Committee now are Mary Barr, Treasurer; Lynn Quinn, Secretary; and Committee persons Elsie Stephenson, Sheila Prusila, and Reg White. In addition, Sheila Prusila sits on the City of Greater Sudbury Museum and Library Board.

3. There will be a Friends of the Farm organized to help in the various events that will be planned during the coming months. Two events that are worth noting now are the Garden Plots and the Fall Fair. News on the various committees and groups required will be posted on the Walden-CAN web site.
