· Thanked Walden-CAN for job that they do for community

· Recent retirements in the community: Ray St. Jean as Fire Chief and Brenda Salo as President for Beaver Lake Community Center and welcomed Eija Hietaharju as new President

· There will be a new sewer use bylaw in 2012 for those living in rural areas that have their waste pumped from septic tanks (approx. $150 per load)
· Reason for fee is for two processes that have to be done to the waste collected; 1.  deodorize    2.  grind up product

·  Budget increase in 2011 by 2.6% with more money being spent in rural communities for infrastructure
· Road $: increase of $2 million this year and $12 million for 2012. A few roads mentioned were Niemi Rd., St. Pothier Rd., Fairbanks Rd., Kantola Rd., Clark St. etc.
· Community issues: Blue Green algae in area rivers; possible causes are changes in climate and water treatment plants.  City looking at territory treatments. 

4. Neeltje announced Walden CAN environmental conference to be held on future date in 2012.

5. Member of community gave a short presentation and would like the City to look into the current truck route on RR 4 (Fairbanks Rd). They feel the road has become unsafe due to large amount of traffic (heavy trucks) coming from mines.
